Ohio School Immunization Requirements

2010 -2011 School Year
Proper proof of up- to- date immunization must be supplied to the school office PRIOR to the first day of school.
State law does provide for a fourteen day grace period from the first day of school to complete immunizations. If it is necessary to use this grace period, please arrange it with the School Nurse. The incomplete record would still need to be on file for the child to attend school. After the grace period, the child will be excluded from school until requirements are met.

Proper proof of immunization is a copy supplied by the doctor’s office or County Health Department. A copy of the child’s “Baby Book” record is also acceptable as long as the shots were recorded by the health professional that gave them.
