			   •	 Our last student day in the current schools will be Wednesday, December 22nd
			   •	 Students should pack all of their belongings to take with them over Winter break, in order to bring 	
				    back with them to the new school after Winter break
			   •	 The first semester will end at the Winter Break
			   •	 Each building will discuss their plan to celebrate the closing of their schools

	 •	 Tours and an Open House for the new school will be held the week of January 3, 2022
	 •	 Classes will resume at the new school on Monday, January 10, 2022
			   •	 A new semester will start when the students return to school in January
